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New Jersey Synod Assembly a Rewarding Experience W

From June 1-2 six members of Prince of Peace attended the New Jersey Synod'assemially in East
Brunswick: David Herrington, Nancy Herrington, Pastor Paul Lutz) d#av, Jonathan New, and Berta
Schott. Dave and Nancy were PoP’s voting members, Paul is on Synod Council, Jaarobserver,
Jonathan attended the Youth Convo (see article below) and Bertaffsnaestdoer of the Synod.

The assembly started Thursday night with worship at the Cathedral oifcttesBE of Metuchen. This S
beautiful service featured an inspiring sermon by Bishop Riley and had spetiestral and choral

Bishop E. Roy Riley was re-elected to his third six-year term by amadgin and PoP disciple Warren
Moo was elected to a three-year term on Synod Council. Alba Brown, spouse of forrrineter)Bastor&

Among the nine resolutions considered, the one most memorable to me dealt veistuehef iallowing U
ELCA pastors who are in a committed same-sex relationship to continue to spagtaisAlthough

there was heated debate with some people digging their heels in and quotingaoldriess proof that
homosexuality is wrong, in the end a more loving and accepting spirit pabaaitkthe resolutions were
passed with an overwhelming majority. This result will be taken to the EA€S&mbly in August for
further consideration by that group, which has the power to change ELCA policies.

Another resolution was the approval of the “Mission on the Move” (MOM) fund@isimpaign. This C
campaign seeks to raise $2.7 million by 2011 to allow the purchase of land and buildings for tissiew
starts. MOM will also support new and existing churches that are expanding rapdiyesiencing transition, as
well as congregations planning additional outreach. Every congregatioe NJ Synod will need to develop
plans to support MOM.

Back in July 2000, | accepted a job in New Jersey, which meant
had to leave our beach town in Mississippi, near New Orleans.

do it right. It was a great time. It brought us all closer and made u
better parents.

We all spiritually mentor our kids. We saynight prayers, and
teachthem right from wrong. But this summer, consider
acceptingthe responsibility to mentor your children in a more
intentional way.

Look for things to teach them about God:

Make or buy pretzels together and tell them how the first pret
was made¢ by a monk to reminc peopleto pray (the pretze shap:
symbolize armsfoldec in prayer)

* Read Bible stories to the little ones, or challenge the older on
to read a whole gospel by themselves over the summer.

* When you see a butterfly, tell them how butterflies are symbo
of Jesus’ resurrection.

* If you travel, take them into old churches and see who can
identify the stories in the stained glass.

* Goto a museum and look at the religious art from the Middle
Ages. The Princeton Art Museum has some great pieces (it's clos
and free, so you can leave when their short attention spans wear
out). On a beach, look for sand dollars and tell them the Christian
symbolisn of the sancdollar, or collec! drift wooc to make a cros:
as a souvenir, and decorate it with little shells.

Make it fun. It doesn’t really matter what you do, what matters is
that God is part of every experience, not just for Sunday morning
from September to May. Have a happy and holy summer.

A few days ago, | was returning from a trip through the south-
western United States. It was a road trip, and the route was Te-
plete with beautiful scenery and attractive communities of ev_eA.

On June 4 this route took me through Greensburg, KS.

Greensburg has been a prosperous community of hard-worH
farmers and merchants. It had some nice shops and diners;

making it a friendly stop on the Kansas plains. Greensburg was hit by a
tornado on May 7. Despite having grown up in the northern tip of
“Tornado Alley,” | had never seen anything like this.

The tornado that struck in May received an F5 classification — the
maximum size and power possible. That means the tornado was &lenost t
width of the town, and it was a direct hit. The town was almost completely
flattened. Ten people were killed and nearly the entire town is now
homeless. From the road, | could see that even the leaves, branches, and
the bark of the trees had been stripped off by the tornado.
