Dear Disciples, 
 
What would you say is the goal 
of Christian Education? Why 
do you send your children to 
Sunday School?  Why do you 
participate (or avoid) adult 
education opportunities or 
small groups?  What do you 
assume is the hoped-for out-
come of such activities? 
 
It may surprise you, but the goal of Christian  
education here at Prince of Peace is not primarily to 
impart information. Our motivation is not to fill our 
students with data in order to see how many facts, 
figures and statistics they can recall. Rather, we teach 
for transformation. And we do so by engaging the 
heart.  
 
The love of God transforms our life at a deeper level 
than the mind. The mind is subject to the motive  
center of the human being – the heart. It is the values 
of the heart that allow the mind to weigh information, 
and the values of the heart determine how that  
information will be used. 
 
Engaging the heart requires different strategies than 
those offered in traditional Sunday School. Engaging 
the heart involves singing, praying, worshiping,  
storytelling, stewardship, helping others and so much 
more.  Engaging the heart requires us to look for ways 
to encourage classroom and worship participation; 
use age segregated classes and intergeneration events, 
promote Sunday morning and Wednesday evening 
activities, to partnership with the home and the  
community. 
 
Our goal as we begin yet another year of formal 
Christian education is to engage the hearts of all  
children, youth and adults. Our hoped-for outcome is 
to assist everyone on the lifelong journey of knowing 
and experiencing God through Jesus Christ, claiming 
the living God’s promises and growing and serving as 
a Christian disciple. Let’s get engaged…

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The One and the Only Bridge Everlasting  
Disaster reminds us to trust in Jesus 
 

The recent disaster in Minneapolis, when the bridge caved in and caused an 
irreplaceable loss of precious lives and properties, squeezes our hearts with 
sorrow and grief. It also reminds us of human limitations and fallibility. On 
the other hand, we are reminded and encouraged to re-establish our trust and 
relationship with Jesus Christ, who is the same yesterday, today and forever.  
 
Why should one think of Jesus Christ in the imagery of an eternal bridge, in 
contrast with the massive architectural feats that stand the test of time in and 
around the world, against the challenging corrosion and pollution from  
water, air and land? 
 
We can boldly compare our Master and role model with a divine bridge that 
connects the Almighty God and the entire creation through his loving  
sacrifice on the Cross of Calvary! It is Christ who demolished the wall of 
separation, namely “sin” that divided heaven and earth, God’s holy presence 
and the fallen humanity! It is our savior who bridges the gap between Jew 
and Gentile, rich and poor, educated and illiterate, strong and weak and one 
can go on and on and on. 
 
Involved in this Godly business of breaking down the cultural, racial, economic, linguistic and regional barriers and 
opening our eyes to recognize and enjoy the love of Christ and the liberating power of God’s good news, we move 
on with the ministries of ‘Nava Jeevan’ (meaning ‘New Life’ in Sanskrit language) as part of the Central Jersey 
South Asian Outreach in the Greater Princeton Area. Globally speaking, it may appear like one little drop of water 
lost in the mighty Atlantic ocean, but locally it is something worth our thoughts and prayers, besides our active  
participation. 
 
As an evangelist, God’s grace has enabled me to cater to the spiritual needs of our South Asian friends who are part 
of the worshipping communities at Prince of Peace, Christ the King and Abiding Presence. I have visited them  
during sickness and participated in their happy occasions at their family get-togethers, to say a prayer, share a 
thought from the word of God, to sing a song with a little music to keep the harmony going.  
 
Apart from actively participating in the worship services every other month at both Prince of Peace and Christ the 
King churches, I spend a few hours weekly on the church premises, interacting with the Asian friends. The  
Evangelism and Outreach Team at Christ the King is gaining momentum and planning to launch out their ministries 
by this fall. The “Great Bible Reef” Vacation Bible School program at PoP is another fantastic channel of God’s 
peace pervading through the very foundations of humanity, indeed!  
 
In addition to the local church centers, we are starting the Asian and multicultural contemporary worship, Bible 
study and fellowship pot-luck dinner programs on a cluster level, meeting at Bethel Evangelical Lutheran Church in 
Hamilton on every second and fourth Saturday beginning in September. Please refer to the ‘Nava Jeevan’ brochures 
for further details.

Searching for the Real Jesus 
There are no easy answers, but things we can do 
 

It’s often difficult for us in our post-modern, suburban, high-tech 
world to really grasp the simple everyday truth of many of Jesus’ 
stories.  How many of us have ever put new wine into old wineskins, 
searched for a lost sheep, watched a mustard seed grow into a bush, or 
separated wheat from tares?  Who even knows what a tare is?  
Where’s the parable about changing ink cartridges, retrieving a lost 
password, getting rid of crabgrass or waiting for biopsy results?  How 
can we come to know Jesus intimately through scripture when the  
reality of his earthly existence was so far removed from ours? 
 
We find ourselves caught between the demands of our secular age, a 
voice asking “Where’s the proof?  Where’s the evidence?” and the 
gentle vibration of the Spirit within our hearts calling us to a deeper 
truth, whispering “Believe. Be still and know that I am God.” 
 
Over the last few weeks in various settings at PoP, it seems there have 
been a lot of discussions revolving around the search for the real Je-
sus. In our summer forum on “Who Wrote the Bible?,” questions were 
raised around the truth of some Bible stories. Did they happen exactly 
as recounted? Were they metaphors? Did they happen at all?  If not, 
who was this Jesus of Nazareth and who are we as his followers? 
 
A few days later, the Wednesday night book group discussed scripture 
as history and metaphor. Several members of the group expressed 
their emphatic belief that the birth narratives are central to Christian 
faith, a tenet of the Nicene Creed:  “Son of God…born of the virgin 
Mary, crucified under Pontius Pilate.”   
 
But what about his life, the things he said and did?  Shouldn’t we  
believe his words and teachings, or is it enough to just believe in 
him? 
 
Then, last Sunday, in the forum discussion “Hollywood Jesus,” as we 
reflected together on the sanitized, blue-eyed, white, Anglo-Saxon 
image of Jesus that the movies have presented, the unspoken question 
was again raised, “Is Jesus the One we’ve believed him to be?  If 
not, where does that leave us? Who is Jesus, really? What do we really 
know and how do we know it? And how am I supposed to pass this 
faith on to my children, my neighbors, and my friends unless I 
really know him?” 
 
If, as Christians, the most important responsibility of our lives is 
to know Jesus, then these questions are very important. There are 
no easy answers, but there are a few things we can all do. Pray.  Listen 
to your heart.  Stay informed by being part of the discussion in the 
forums and book groups. Join Akaloo this fall. Read books. Make 
finding the real Jesus a priority in your life. Your kids and other loved 
ones will notice.

WOMEN of the WAY 
Remarkable women of Christian history 
 

In this monthly column, we will meet women who have impacted the Christian church in significant ways, exploring their 
“claims to fame” and asking what we might take from their example.  Most of these women come from ancient and medieval 
history and are famous as heroes, visionaries, martyrs, empresses, scholars, reformers, missionaries and more.   
  
Our first lady in the spotlight is THEKLA (also spelled “Thecla”). According to the second-century written work 
“The Acts of Paul and Thekla,” this close companion of the apostle Paul left home to follow her mentor, rejecting 
societal demands for the sake of her call to Christian celibacy.  
 
Twice she faced execution, but she was rescued both times by spectacular acts of divine intervention; during the sec-
ond execution attempt, Thekla baptized herself in a water pit filled with dangerous flesh-eating seals. When her mi-
raculous survival won her freedom, she received a commission from Paul to “Go and teach the word of God,” and she 
spent the rest of her life teaching in the city of Seleucia. Though her initiative as a female teacher and baptizer 
was often condemned by later Christian writers, Thekla became a favorite saint for many Christians of the ancient 
world, especially in Egypt. 
 
Mighty God, our helper and guide, beside us in all danger and all trouble, build up our faith in you. Give us strength to follow 
your call, teaching your word in its many forms, in our many ways.  Amen.
